Citrus fruits are a group of juicy soft fruits covered with a very thick, waxy, evenly colored skin in yellow, orange or green.

Citrus fruits include lemons, limes, oranges, tangerines, and grape fruits and shade locks.

Inside the skin, the flesh of a citrus fruit is divided into clear segments; each usually contains one or several seeds or pips.

Citrus fruits grow in warm Mediterranean climates, and they are very vulnerable to frost. Some citrus fruit-growers warm the trees with special burners in winter to avoid frost-damage. The sharp tang of citrus fruits comes from citric acid.

Lemons were spread through Europe by the crusaders who found them growing in Palestine. Columbus took limes to the Americas in 1493.

Bamboos

Bamboo stems are called culms. They often form dense thickets that exclude every other plant. 

Bamboo culms can reach up to 40 m and grow very fast. Some bamboos grow 1 m every three days

 
Bamboos have been used for many purposes. The Chinese have used the hollow stems of bamboo to make flutes since before the Stone Age. They also have long used it to make paper. The Bamboo A.-ma's, written on bamboo are the oldest written Chinese records, dating from the 8th century BC. The Australian aboriginals also use them to make droning pipes called didgeridoos.

Bamboos are giant, fast-growing grasses with woody stems. Most bamboos grow in east and south​east Asia and on islands in the Indian and Pacific oceans.

The last fact about bamboos is that they are incredibly light, strong materials. Between 1904 and 1957
athletes used them for pole-vaulting. An American, Cornelius Warmerdam, vaulted 4.77 m with a bamboo pole.

Unlike bamboo culms which can grow very fast, it takes a long time for bamboos to flower. Most bamboos only flower every 12 years or so. Some bamboos only flower every 30-60 years. Phyllostachys bambusoides flowers only after 120 years.
