Radio and especially television, broadcasting is limited to relatively short distances. A method of broadcasting radio and television to any part of the world is provided by communication satellites. World War II was the most widespread and the most destructive war in history. It lasted from 1939 to 1945 and eventually involved all the great powers and most of the smaller nation of the world. Even the countries that remained neutral felt the war’s impact.
